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Dr. McGinnis was a NASA Flight Surgeon at the Johnson Space Center in Houston, from 1994-2004.  There, he provided primary care to NASA Astronauts, their families, and was Crew Surgeon or Deputy Crew Surgeon for several space missions: NASA/Mir 3, NASA/Mir 7, ISS 2, and STS-81.   Other duties included participation in various medical, research, technical, and international working groups.  He has previously served as the President of the Society of NASA Flight Surgeons.

When NASA embarked upon an Electronic Medical Record for the Astronauts, Dr. McGinnis provided clinical leadership throughout the design, build, and implementation phases.  Eventually, that experience led him to his current career with the Cerner Corporation.  Dr. McGinnis joined Cerner in September, 2004 as a Physician Executive.  His initial responsibility was to bring clinical expertise to the sales and marketing teams.  In 2006 he assumed the Chief Medical Officer role within Cerner’s National Alignment Organization, and serves a select group of Cerner’s Integrated Delivery Network clients

Dr. McGinnis is a graduate of Xavier University and the University of Kentucky College of Medicine.  He trained in Internal Medicine at the University of Texas Medical Branch and in Aerospace Medicine at Wright State University.  His academic credentials include an MBA from the Georgetown University McDonough School of Business and an MS in Health Informatics from the University of Texas Houston Health Science Center (UTHSC).  Notably, he is a Colonel in the USAF Reserve, having over 20 years of service as a military physician and flight surgeon.
