Mindful of the major role of its founding memebers in aerospace history, the SMA is also determined to ensure that the relevant records of space  medicine pioneers such as Dr. Charles Berry and Dr. William Thornton are not only archived but accessible to researchers. We are investigating appropriate libraries in conjunction with ASMA’s efforts in that regard.
3. In addition, SMA continues to assist the ASMA History and Archives Committee to acquire oral histories of aerospace medicince pioneers through the Rienartz Memorial Lecture Series. Nearly 30 interviews of such pioneers, often by other pioneers, are available at https://spacemedicineassociation.org/reinartz-memorial/.
